LA 8 Friday Workshop Project Options

Option #1 Technology and Text: Video Project

Option #3 Creating a Class Anthology: Writing Workshop

This is an opportunity for you to develop your skills as a creative writer. During this
writing workshop you will choose your own prompts in order to create a piece of
writing that makes you proud. Students who choose this option will gather their
writings in order to create a class anthology. You may also choose to illustrate your
writing.

Final Product: Polished pieces of writing (2 short stories or 7 poems) collected in a
class binder or book.

Option #4 Wonderful Words: Writing and Illustrating an LA 8 Dictionary

After reviewing our lovely lists of vocabulary words and approved words of your own
choosing, you will make an illustrated dictionary that will help guide future students
in LA 8.

Final Product: 20 vocabulary words, definitions, sentences, illustrations, etymologies
and/or vocabulary stories collected in a class binder.

Option #5 Rave Reviews: Reading Workshop and Book Reviewing

There are tons of books in our class and school libraries. How do we know which ones
to choose to read during SSR? Your job is to read one or more (teacher approved)
books independently and write a professional review for your teachers and peers. We
can also talk about the possibility of posting these reviews on online sites or blogs.
